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Clara A. Moore, who was married first to Plumb Jaeger and then to William Poll, was the daughter of 

Aaron F. Moore and Susan Cooley.  Aaron Moore was born in 1839 in Sandusky County, Ohio, the son of 

John J. Moore and Mary Picking.   

 

 

On 08 Aug 1858 nineteen year old Aaron married sixteen year old Susan Cooley in Sandusky County.  

Their daughter Clara A. was born in 1859, the same year that Aaron died.  

 

Eighteen year old widow, Susan Moore, along with 1 year old daughter Clara A. Moore, is living with

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On 13 May 1862 Susan Cooley-Moore marries Alvin C. Underwood in Sandusky County.  They then move 

to Michigan for several years, where daughters Loren, Harriet and Bertha are born. Alvin was from 

Lenawee County, Michigan and thatΩs probably where they lived. By 1870 they are living in Lemont, 

Cook County, Illinois and son Clayton is born there in February. Alvin C. Underwood is a hotel keeper. 

Their household includes a domestic servant, 21 year old Ellen Cooley, born in Ohio, who is possibly the 

sister of Susan Cooley.  Clara A. Moore, SusanΩs daughter from her marriage to Aaron Moore, is listed on 

the census as Clara Underwood. 

Although the Underwood family remain in Illinois, on 31 May 1877 Clara A. Moore marries Plumb Jaeger 

in Seneca County, Ohio.  Several of the Moore family, related to her father, live in Seneca County at the 

time.   

In 1880 her mother (Susan Cooley) and step-father, Alvin Underwood, are still living in Lemont, Cook 

County, Illinois and Alvin is now working as a Constable.  Susan is suffering from bronchitis. It appears 

that Alvin and Susan die sometime prior to 1900. 

Plumb Jaeger and Clara have three children: Mary Clare Jaeger (mother of Clara Louise Watkins-

Kennedy), born in 1878; a baby boy who is stillborn or dies at birth in 1879; and Philip Smith Jaeger born 

in 1883 (See Section 2 ς Jaeger for more information). 

In 1850 

she is living with the family of William and Mary Jane Lagore who were both born in New York and 

moved to York, Sandusky County, Ohio.   
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The Cooley family of Sandusky County, Ohio were descended from Peleg O Cooley who was born 23 Jan 
1768 in Weston, Fairfield, Connecticut.  Peleg and family came to Ohio (via Canada) about 1830.  His 
descendants lived mainly in Sandusky and Seneca Counties. The Cooley/Colley/Coley families immigrant 
ancestor was Samuel Coley, who was an original settler at Milford, New Haven, Connecticut.  Samuel 
(born 1615 at Great Munden, Hertfordshire, England) came to the Massachusetts Bay Colony in 1631.  
From there he probably went to Wethersfield, CT, and thence to Milford, CT, with the Pruden 
congregation in 1639.  In 1640 he married Ann Pruden.  His progeny lived in Fairfield County, 
Connecticut for four generations until Peleg made the move to Ohio. 
 
It appears that Susan Cooley was orphaned at an early age, probably shortly after her parents moved to 

Ohio from New York, just prior to the 1850 census. Several Cooley children, who also appear to be 

orphans, can be found on the 1850 and 1860 cenuses for Sandusky and Seneca Counties.  The Ellen 

Cooley who was a domestic servant for Alvin Underwood and Susan Cooley in 1870 was living with the 

family of Casper and Elizabeth Whitney on the 1860 census for Madison, Sandusky County, Ohio.  Also in 

the Whitney household were James, Mary and Elizabeth Cooley.  Mary Cooley was an orphan on the 

1850 census, living with Mary Barlett in Athens, Ohio.  Eliz (Elizabeth) Cooley was also apparently also an 

orphan in 1850 and is found living with Harry and Wealthy Harrington in Scott, Sandusky County.  A 

possible brother, Asa Cooley, is also in the Harrington household.  The exact relationship between all 

these Cooley orphans and the identity of their parents are yet to be discovered. 

Research finds no relationship between Susan Cooley and the family of William Lagore and his wife Mary 

Jane Penoyer, whom she was living with on the 1850 census.  Not all of the siblings of William Lagore are 

known, so there still may be a tie on his side of the family. The Lagore, Penoyer and Cooley families all 

came to Ohio from New York and may have known each other prior to the move to Ohio. 

/ƭŀǊŀ !Φ aƻƻǊŜΩǎ ŦŀǘƘŜǊΣ !ŀǊƻƴ aƻƻǊŜ, was the son of John J. Moore (1795-1871), a farmer and stone 

mason from York County, Pennsylvania who moved his family to Woodville, Sandusky County, Ohio in 

May of 1834.  John J. Moore was married to Mary Picking (1794-1866), the daughter of Jacob Picking 

(1758-1796) and Christina Trimmer (1764-1796).  
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Two of the sons of John J. Moore were wagon and carriage makers, while another was a blacksmith.  A 

biographical sketch of his son John P. Moore, taken from the History of Sandusky County (page 547), 

follows: 

JOHN P. MOORE AND FAMILY.  

This enterprising and esteemed citizen of Fremont was born on the 1st day of December, 1829, at 
Hampton, Adams County, State of Pennsylvania. His father was John Moore, who was born July 10, 
1795. His mother, Mary Picking, was born February 19, 1794. Their family consisted of twelve children, 
of whom John P. was the ninth. Ten of the children are now living, the oldest sixty-six and the youngest 
fifty years of age.  

In May, 1834, Mr. Moore moved his family from Hampton, Pennsylvania, to Woodville Township, in 
Sandusky County, about eleven and a half miles west of Lower Sandusky, on the Maumee and Western 
Reserve road. Here young John P. spent his boyhood in hard work, with little schooling and little 
amusement, excepting hunting raccoon at night. He helped to clear and improve his father's farm, burn 
lime and haul stone for the improvement and macadamizing of the road. The great subject of anxious 
calculation during the summer was to raise provisions to keep the family supplied through the winter 
and until another crop could be produced, and hurry the fall work and be ready for two or three months 
attendance at school during the winter.  

On the 3d of April, 1848, John P. Moore came to Fremont and apprenticed himself to the black smithing 
trade, in a shop established by Ira Camfield, who had died and left the shop to be managed by his 
widow. That good and capable lady is now living and keeping a boarding-house in Fremont. In the fall of 
1850 young Moore, having learned his trade, returned to his former home in Woodville, and built a 
small shop on the corner of his father's farm, adjoining the Maumee and Western Reserve road, and 
engaged in general blacksmithing. But in that day there were stage coaches, and the young smith made 
a specialty of shoeing horses there for the Ohio Stage Company, for whom Mr. John T. Simpkins, now an 
aged and esteemed citizen of Fremont; was agent at the time.  

Mr. Moore worked in this shop about a year, and then bought a lot on the corner of Water and Garrison 
streets, in Fremont, where he built a shop, and where he has since added a large carriage factory, which 
he is still carrying on with marked success. 

 

The line of John J. Moore is registered with the Daughters of the American Revolution (D.A.R.). The 
Moore ancestor who fought during the Revolution was Peter Mohr (Moore), born 1740 in York County, 
Pennsylvania.  He was the son of Peter Mohr and Catherine Matthias, both German immigrants.  Peter 
Mohr (Moore) enlisted in the 7th Company, 7th Battalion, York County Militia.  He survived the war and 
died in 1797. 
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On 24 Oct 1889, in Elmore, Ohio, Clara A. Moore-Jaeger (widow of Plumb) married her second husband,

son, Lawrence Richard Poll, born in 1897.  They continued living in Ohio for many years but in 1912 

moved to Deming, New Mexico where Clara died on 28 Nov 1915.  

 

Her obit was published 2 Dec 1915 in the Clyde Enterprise 

(Ohio): Mrs. W.L. Stark received word Sunday of the 

sudden death that morning from heart trouble of her 

cousin Mrs. W.G. Poll at Deming N.M. Mrs. Poll was the 

mother of P.S. Jaeger of Cleveland and until three years 

ago had been a resident of Elmore. 

The cousin mentioned, Mrs. W.L. Stark, was Olivia Darling, 

daughter of Morgan Darling and Christina Moore (daughter 

of John J. Moore).   

 

 

 

 

 

John J. Moore had a brother, Isaac Moore, who lost a son during the Civil War.  His son, Simon Moore, 

served with the 7th Indiana Cavalry and died of typhoid fever in a camp near Memphis, Tennessee on 29 

Mar 1864. 
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
